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GRANTS TO INDIVIDUALS

Guidelines for applicants

The Grants Committee invites applications for assistance towards study and research into the history of furniture and interiors. Grants may be made in connection with independent travel and other incidental expenses for research. Grants are also made for participation in Furniture History Society (“FHS”) study tours. 

Applications are eligible:

· whether or not the applicant is a member of the FHS;

· only when the study or research is likely to be of importance in furthering the objectives of the FHS

· only where the project could not be undertaken without a grant from the FHS

Funding
Grants to individuals normally fall into the range of £200-£2000 and may be a partial or full contribution towards overall costs. Applicants should indicate any other sources of funding they have secured or are seeking.

Application Deadlines
Applications should be submitted by the following dates for: 1 September, 1 January, 1 April and 1 June.  Applicants will be notified of the results approximately three weeks after these dates.

Personal Circumstances

In order to assist the Committee to reach a decision, applicants will be asked to state why the project could not be undertaken without a grant from the FHS. Please note that we may share with other institutions and/or individuals the information supplied in the application where it’s appropriate to the processing of your application.

Outcomes

Successful applicants will be asked to submit a short report on the outcomes of their project. If they take part in an FHS study tour, they will be asked to contribute to the writing of Society reports. In any publication resulting from a project supported by an FHS grant, the support of the “Furniture History Society” must be acknowledged.
